From March 2020, international flights at Haneda Airport will operate from parts of Terminal 2 as well as from 

the current International Terminal. 

In line with this change, the current International Passenger Terminal and the International Flight Parking Lot will 

be renamed. 

 

The names of the Keikyu Line and Tokyo Monorail Line railway stations will also be changed.
